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Leabert Reetz, age 95, of Benedict, NE died Wednesday, November 11, 2020 at York. He was born November 6, 1925 near Thayer, NE to Herbert and Clara (Heiden) Reetz. Leabert was baptized November 15, 1925 at Zion Lutheran Church in Thayer and later confirmed May 19, 1940 at St. Paul Lutheran Church near Benedict. He attended St. Paul Lutheran grade school and Benedict High School.
